The law of ethics of research on living creatures defines the researcher as
a person academically qualified in a subject related to research and has
completed a course on research ethics.

The electronic course that available via the platform of the National Committee
of Bioethics, provides an introduction to bioethics and a simple introduction to
the law of ethics of research on living creatures and its executive regulations.

By completing and passing the course, the researcher will have familiarized
himself with the most important principles of bioethics and with the law and its
executive regulations, which are the main reference in this subject.




Local Ethics Committees

The local ethics committee define as Committee for licensing research formed at
an establishment in accordance with the provisions of The Law and Regulation
of Ethics of Research on Living Creatures.

No establishment may conduct research on Living Creatures except after
registration of a local committee that grants licensing for conducting research
and monitors research ethics in accordance with provisions of the Law Ethics of
Research on living creatures and its Regulations.

Thelocal committee reviews research proposals from an ethical point of view and
ensures that they are free from any infringements on the research participants.
It also monitors the approved research and ensures the regularity and integrity
of the procedures followed by the researcher to conduct his research. The local
committee is an administratively independent committee and has the freedom
to take its decisions according to the applicable rules and regulations.

Prepare bioethics research regulations and review them in accordance
with recent developments, also propose amendment to the Law and its
Regulations if needed.

Oversee and monitor the central information system for national genetic
material banks and set controls for documentation and retrieval thereof.
Moreover, establish a database for saving and retrieving national information
on genetic material of Saudi society

Form specialized subcommittees for conducting detailed studies onresearch
fields within the jurisdiction of the National Committee.

Set controls for sending biological samples to laboratories outside the
Kingdom.

Oversee local committees and monitor compliance with Sharia and statutory
rules when dealing with biological material.

Set ethical controls and monitor implementation thereof to safeguard rights
of human subjects during research and ensure confidentiality and security
of research information.

Set rules and principles for ethical recognition of research laboratories
working in biomedical fields, and conduct periodic ethical evaluation and
monitoring of national laboratories, and monitor medical research and
experiments conducted on Living Creatures to ensure legitimacy.
Coordinate between the Kingdom and other countries as well as Arab and
international organizations with regard to its jurisdiction, in accordance with

applicable legal procedures.
